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	Overall Position: Public universities in the United States should not be free.  
	Argumentative Claim 1: Free public university is completely unaffordable.  
	Argumentative Claim 2: The free system would be gamed and abused.  
	Argumentative Claim 3: University education would no longer be worth much.  
	Evidence -- Argument 1: Estimates from the Wall Street Journal (November 14, 2015) are that free public university could cost nearly $1 trillion per year.  
	Evidence -- Argument 2: Everyone would enroll in college, regardless of whether they are qualified.  Universities themselves would raise costs, since everything would be paid for.  
	Evidence -- Argument 3: Colleges would become like public high schools in the United States, some of which are bad and many of which are only so-so.    
	Reasoning -- Argument 1: Since no level of government has anywhere near that kind of money, this program is not realistic and could never become law.  
	Reasoning -- Argument 2: These means of gaming and abusing the system of free college could threaten to destroy the whole program, since the public would become upset at it and it would make the program even more costly.  
	Reasoning -- Argument 3: Because free public college would totally water down the value of a college education, the only impact of this program would be to make a graduate degree (which is not free) essential for equal opportunity.
